Announcement about the open international urban contest 
for the development of the architectural and urban concept of a public centre 
of Sykhiv Residential District in Lviv (Ukraine)

1. Client of the contest: Executive Committee of Lviv City Council.
2. Organizer of the contest: 

2.1. Office of Architecture of the Department of City Development of Lviv City Council;

2.2. Lviv Office of National Association of Architects of Ukraine.
3. Legal grounds for holding the contest: the decision of the Executive Committee of City Council No. 270 dated May 11, 2007 “On Organization of the Open International Urban Contest for the Development of the Architectural and Urban Concept of a Public Centre of Sykhiv Residential District in Lviv”.
4. Type of the contest: an open international single-round urban contest.
5. Aim of the contest: to choose the best concept of the development of the public centre of Sykhiv Residential District in Lviv in terms of its spatial, functional, aesthetic, landscape, technical and operational organization, as well as finalization of the architectural and urban formation of this very important public part of Sykhiv.
6. The main conceptual tasks of the contest are:

6.1. To propose an original architectural and urban idea for the public centre of Sykhiv District, with inclusion of functional elements of high social status and high centralization;

6.2. To establish the centre of cultural life in Sykhiv Residential District that will satisfy the needs of Sykhiv community in the organization of service, sports, recreation, and leisure as well as contribute to spiritual and physical development of the residents, improve standards of life, and reduce asocial phenomena within the district’s territory;

6.3. To design the Sykhiv public centre as an architecturally expressive composition that will serve to transform the residential district into a unified functional, planning, compositional and spatial entity, as well as improve the district’s urban structure, landscape and spatial organization, architectural and aesthetic qualities;

6.4. To establish the Sykhiv public centre as a general-purpose transport nodal point of city importance, providing convenient transport connections with all other parts of the city; to propose pedestrian spaces within the centre as an integrating element of its functional and planning structure;  

6.5. To find a prominent and expressive image solution of the public centre that will reflect the spirit of Lviv, transform the public centre into the symbol of Sykhiv Residential District, contribute to the development of local patriotism, social integration of the residents and identification of Sykhiv community with their place of residence.
7. Requirements to participants:

· Individual authors-architects and author teams that possess relevant qualifications and experience in completing similar projects, as well as the relevant license (certificate) for designing;

· Students of art and architecture schools, either individually or in author teams.

Each participant may enter the contest only once and present only one candidate project, or act as a member of only one author team.
8. Members of the contest committee:

8.8. Professor Yuriy Bilokon (Kyiv, Ukraine) – Director of DIPROMISTO Institute.

8.9. Professor Konrad Kucza-Kuczyński (Warsaw, Poland) – Head of the Architectural Committee of Polish Academy of Sciences.

8.10. Professor Tadeusz Zipser (Wroclaw, Poland) – Head of the Department of Urban Studies of Wroclaw Polytechnic University.

8.11. Ihor Shpara (Kyiv, Ukraine) – President of the Association of Architects of Ukraine.

8.12. Doctor of Architecture Edgar Trawnicek (Dresden, Germany) – Director of Planning Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Saxony.

8.13. Jacques Canal (Paris, France) – Vice-president of the Union of Architects of France.

8.14. Professor Yuriy Kryvoruchko (Lviv, Ukraine) – Chief Architect of Lviv.
8.15. If any member of the jury fails to participate in the evaluation of candidate projects for valid reasons, the Organizer may assign a new member(s) of the jury in place of the absent one(s) with corresponding notification of the participants.  

8.16. The Client may involve other experts with advisory vote. However, they will not participate in the final evaluation of candidate projects.

8.17. Architect Mykola Sheremeta from the Office of Architecture of the Department of City Development has been assigned as the secretary of the contest committee and approved by the Client.  
9. Procedure and timeframe of the contest:
9.1. The contest shall be considered to be announced on the day of publishing the “Announcement about the Contest” in printed media.
9.2. Procedure of entering the contest: authors and author teams that wish to participate in the contest should notify the organizers of their intent by any convenient means (fax, mail) within one month following the date of the contest announcement, and transfer €100 (equivalent in UAH) to the рауment receiver - Lviv Office of National Association of Architects of Ukraine (ЄДРПОУ 02922169, р/р 26000620015520 АКБ Укрсоцбанк МФО 325019)   as an entrance fee for the Open International Urban Contest for the Development of the Architectural and Urban Concept of a Public Centre of Sykhiv Residential District in Lviv. The deadline for submitting an application for the contest is September 6, 2007, 16:00. Apart from the application, prospective participants need to provide copies of licenses, certificates or student’s IDs. Author teams which consist of students and do not include certified architects are exempt from paying the entrance fee.
9.3. The admittance procedure (qualification) is carried out by the qualification team formed from the members of the contest jury within two weeks after the final date for submission of applications for the contest. The decision to admit or reject an application is signed by all the above-mentioned jury members and the secretary of the contest committee.  The applicants are notified about the decision within one week after it is passed, using address, e-mail and phone indicated in the application. If an application is rejected, the organizers of the contest shall return the money transferred under Paragraph 9.2 of this announcement to the applicant. The terms of the contest do not provide for the return of the money transferred under Paragraph 9.2 of this announcement if the applicant failed to conform to timeframe or procedure of the contest, or withdrew from the contest after applying for it.
9.4. Candidate projects are accepted within three months following the date of the decision to admit the participants to the contest by the secretary of the jury (deputy secretary of the jury) at the following address: 1 Rynok Square, Office 404. The deadline for admitting of contest projects is December,6 2007, 16:00.
9.5. Secretary of the jury organizes the following within two weeks after the deadline for submission of candidate projects:

9.5.1. Exhibition and public hearings of candidate projects. The exact date and time will be announced in printed media two weeks prior to the exhibition opening;

9.5.2. Meeting of the contest jury.
10. Materials provided by the organization committee to the participants:

· Program and terms of the contest;

· Topographical data on the target territory;

· СD-ROM with the terms of the contest, digital topographical data and appendixes.
11. Language of the contest and communication between the Organizer and participants:

11.1. Official languages of the contest are Ukrainian and English. All inscriptions on the drawing boards, as well as summary of the project (up to 2 pages – 3600 characters) are written in the two languages or in English only. Explanatory note (up to 10 pages) is written either in English or Ukrainian, at the author’s discretion.

11.2. All discussions of terms, procedures or program of the contest between the Organizer and participants are held in writing (electronic or fax messages are acceptable if urgent need for communication arises; however, subsequent sending of original written messages is still mandatory).

11.3. Applicants may address the secretary of the contest committee in writing with inquiries about necessary components of candidate projects, as well as procedures, terms and program of the contest, no later than 7 days prior to the deadline for submission of applications for the contest.  

11.4. Registered participants of the contest may obtain initial designing data from the secretary of the contest committee Mykola Sheremeta at the following address: 1 Rynok Square, Office 405, within two months following the date of publishing information “On Registration of Participants of the Contest” in mass media.
12. Awards and bonuses:

12.1. The Client has set the following monetary rewards:

12.1.1. First place – $15,000.

12.1.2. Second place – $10,000.

12.1.3. Third place – $5,000.

12.1.4. Two distinguished projects – $2,000 each.

12.2. The author (author team) of the project that won the first prize will be recommended to the Client by the contest committee for participation in the development of architectural projects of some of the most important architectural structures of the public centre under appropriate contracts, as well as carrying out author’s supervision over the implementation of the general architectural and urban concept with the aim of preservation of the author’s concept of the centre in the process of relevant projects implementation by other authors (chosen among the prize-winner projects of the contest).

12.3. The Client permits changes in number and amount of monetary rewards and bonuses at the jury’s discretion, unless the total sum of rewards exceeds $34,000.

12.4. The jury may refrain from awarding the second, third or one of the distinguished awards if it determines that candidate projects do not meet the corresponding evaluation criteria.

12.5. The decision of the jury is mandatory for the Client.

12.6. The participants shall pay taxes from the awarded sums of money according to the current legislation.

12.7. The rewards shall be paid not later than 30 days following the date the jury announces its decision upon the results of the contest.
