SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

1. Papers

Paper proposals require submission of ABSTRACTS in English. Oral presentations during the Congress can be in one of the 5 languages: English, French, Spanish, Russian or Turkish. The length of abstracts must be between 300-400 words. One image may be included in jpg format. 

2. Displays

Proposals for display options require submission of OUTLINES in English, between 200-300 words. Up to 2 images may be included in jpg format. The standards for final presentations will be communicated.

3. Forum Activities

Proposals for forum sessions require submission of ABSTRACTS and/or OUTLINES in English, between 200-400 words. The outlines must define the scenarios and moderators or topic chairs of the proposed sessions. 

4. Requirements for all submissions

4.1. Submission Form 

The  “Abstracts-Submissions Form” has to be filled out for each author or presenter. Please refer to the numbers of thematic sections identified in the invitation document (summary given above). 

4.2. Written and Visual Material
Written material will be in MS Word file. The format must be kept plain; i.e. no special fonts and style. Visual material has to be attached separately in jpg format, saved as high-resolution medium size jpg files. 

4.3. Submission by e-mail or postal services
All material will be sent either by e-mail, or in CD-ROM by 'registered' mail. 

5. Congress Publications
Abstracts and outlines will be selected by a blind peer-review process. All accepted abstracts and outlines will be published in the Congress Book of Abstracts-Outlines. Accepted full-length papers and posters will take place in the Congress CD-ROM. A selection of presented papers, posters and forum documents will be published as Post-Congress Proceedings.
